Created from two tiers of fine matt translucent porcelain tiles — the
exclusive formulation used for all Diffuse’s lighting - Tom Tom casts a
warm and welcoming light in any interior setting. The porcelain strips
on the top tier measure 6 cm. wide by 30 cm long, and the lower tier
6cm x 40 cm.
